Sample Asphalt Crack Seal Bid Documents

Bid documents are critical for most county road projects. Half of NIRMA member counties either have no bid specifications, documents, etc. or have substandard bid documents meaning they are lacking important requirements such as proper material and application specifications, traffic control, liability insurance requirements, etc.

Not requiring proper specifications and other important required information allows contractors to provide substandard projects and opens the county to liability that could easily be avoided with the proper bid documents.

Dollar thresholds under The County Purchasing Act, most recently revised in 2018, are as follows:

(a) $50,000 or more (previously $20,000 or more) - Competitive sealed bidding process is required;

(b) $10,000 or greater and less than $50,000 (previously $5,000 or greater and less than

      $20,000) - By securing and recording at least three informal bids, if practicable; or

 (c) Less than $10,000 (previously less than $5,000) - By purchasing in the open market if

      the estimated value of the purchase is less than $10,000, subject to section 23-3112. 

      In any county having a population of less than 100,000 inhabitants and in which the

      county board has not appointed a purchasing agent pursuant to section 23-3105, all  

      elected officials are hereby authorized to make purchases with an estimated value less 

      than $10,000. Section 23-3108(1).

Even if your crack seal project cost does not meet the $50,000 required bid limit, three informal written quotes/bids are required under the above County Purchasing Act. The following information can be used for your informal bids/quotes as well as for a project costing less than $10,000 where no quotes are required. 

No matter the cost of the project, counties should still require the proper materials and application specifications, traffic control, and liability insurance to ensure a satisfactory project and to protect the motoring public’s safety and the county from liability. 

The following sample asphalt crack seal bid document was developed in WORD form for easy alterations to fit each county’s specific need. 
Sample bid can be used with county supplying crack sealant and contractor application only OR the contractor supplying crack sealant and application can be specified. Simple alterations need to be made. Application rates can be easily altered to fit your specific project requirements.

Sample bid advertisement public notice and “Notice to Proceed” documents are also included for your use. Just fill in the appropriate dates.

All signing and flagging shall be supplied, installed, and performed by contractor and in accordance with the most recently adopted edition of the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

All materials, equipment, labor, and incidentals necessary to complete the work that is not paid for directly, shall be considered subsidiary to items for which payment is made.

A "Certificate of Insurance" must accompany bid for bid to be considered. The Contractor will hold the County harmless from any suits brought against the County arising out of Contractor's work. Attached insurance requirement sheet must be signed by the owner and submitted with the bid for the bid to be considered. See attached insurance requirements.

Traffic Control

1. All barricades, warning signs, lights, temporary signals and other traffic control must conform with the most recently adopted edition of the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways.

2. The Contractor shall provide, erect, and maintain all necessary barricades, suitable and sufficient lights, hazard beacons, traffic control, provide a sufficient number of flaggers and take all necessary precautions for the protection of the work and the safety of the motoring public.

3. The Contractor shall erect warning signs in advance of any place within the project limits where operations interfere with the use of the road by traffic, and at all intermediate points where the new work crosses or coincides with an existing road.

4. Failure of the Contractor to erect and maintain proper traffic control devices as herein specified shall be reason to temporarily suspend the work. 

5. Traffic control shall be placed at the time construction work begins and shall be so used until permission is granted, in writing, by the Highway Superintendent that the work is completed or temporarily suspended and that they may be removed.

6. A detailed traffic control plan shall be submitted with bid showing all signs and location of flaggers on project.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS
The contractor shall not begin work under this Contract until it has obtained all insurance coverages required under this section and such insurance has been approved by the County.  The following insurance coverages shall be kept in force during the life of the Agreement and shall be primary with respect to any insurance or self-insurance programs covering the County, its commissioners/supervisors, officials, agents, representatives and employees. 

A.  
Workers Compensation and Employers Liability Insurance
The minimum acceptable limits shall be the statutory limits as required by the State of Nebraska for Coverage A, Workers Compensation and $500,000 each accident for 

Coverage B, Employers Liability.

B.
Commercial General Liability Insurance
Coverage shall include liability coverage addressing premises and operations, contractual, independent contractors, and products/completed operations.  The coverage must protect against claims for damages resulting from bodily injury, including death, personal injury, and property damage.

The minimum acceptable limits of liability shall be $1,000,000 each occurrence.  If the coverage contains a general aggregate, such limit shall not be less than $2,000,000.  The products/completed operations limit shall not be less than $2,000,000.  If written on a claims made form, the products/completed operations coverage is to be maintained for two years after final payment.

The County is to be named as an additional insured on the insurance coverage required under this section.

C.
Automobile Liability Insurance
Coverage shall include liability coverage addressing claims for damages resulting from bodily injury, including death and property damage, which may arise from the operations of any owned, hired, or non-owned automobile.  The minimum acceptable limit of liability shall be $1,000,000 Combined Single Limit for each accident.

The County is to be named as an additional insured on the insurance coverage required under this section.

D.
Certificate of Insurance 

The Contractor shall furnish the County with a certificate(s) of insurance evidencing the coverages required in this section.  Such certificate(s)shall specifically state that the insurance company or companies underwriting these insurance coverages shall give the County at least thirty (30) days written notice in the event of cancellation of, or material change in, any of the coverages.  If the certificate(s) is shown to expire prior to completion of all the terms of this Agreement, the Contractor shall furnish a certificate(s) of insurance evidencing renewal of its coverage to the County.

The Contractor shall require each and every subcontractor performing work under this Contract to maintain the same coverages required of the Contractor in this section, and upon the request by the County, shall furnish the County with a certificate(s) of insurance evidencing the Subcontractor’s insurance coverages required in this section.

INDEMNIFICATION-HOLD HARMLESS

The contractor SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 agrees to indemnify and hold harmless, protect and defend _______ County and its elected and appointed officials, employees, agents, and representatives against any and all claims, demands, suits, actions, payments, and judgments, including any and all costs and expenses connected therewith, legal cost or otherwise, for any damages which may be asserted, claimed, or recovered against or from _______ County or its insurers, because of personal injury, including bodily injury or death, or on account of property damage, including loss of use thereof, sustained by any person or persons which arises out of, is in any way connected with, or results from any and all work or activity associated with the services provided under this agreement unless such damages are the direct and sole result of _______County’s negligence.
